Genesis 1:1-2:4a, Matthew 28:16-20

When God began to create!® the heavens and the earth— 2 the earth was without shape or
form, it was dark over the deep sea, and God’s wind swept over the waters— 3 God said, “Let
there be light.” And so light appeared. * God saw how good the light was. God separated the
light from the darkness. ® God named the light Day and the darkness Night.

® There was evening and there was morning: the fourth day.
2 God said, “Let the waters swarm with living things, and let birds fly above the earth up in the
dome of the sky.” 2! God created the great sea animals and all the tiny living things that swarm in
the waters, each according to its kind, and all the winged birds, each according to its kind. God
saw how good it was.
